As for
Emmett the one that was paralized in lliss. last lay a year ago

he, of course is mever well but was able to be up and could welk
about until early this spring when he had his third stroke of
paralysis and wes confined to bed and room for about two months
then he sot up and abcut again and joined the lissionary Baptist
Church' end wee baptized in August and seemed to be getting along
very well until the 10th. day of September (just 5 monhths ago)
when he took fever and is still in bed and has some very bad
bed-sores and is perfectly helpless todey but is fast improving
and we hope will be able to be ,up by New TYear's day. Robt. Aycock
end sister Wamnie both have had an & to 10 weeks spell of fever
gickness and of course we have had our shere of minor sickness such

as colds and Zte. jut these I mention are long and hard spells,
so you see it has been a very unhealthy yesr for the Cobb Family.

You ask abouft\Brother Henry's two children, they are still
living very near us yet (and by the way) and one of them had a
spell of fever this summer too, one of them is about grown end the
other one\nearly so, they are bocth well at present, but we ought
to feel tlessed, our sickness could have been worse, so faor we
nave not had any deaths in our immediate family, Mama's sister
(Aunt Bettie Durham) died this year and there has been a great
many deaths in the country this year.

We had & very good crop year omé on account of so much sickness
and &t the time it came we did not move as good crops as we could ha
ve mede and our crop is comewhat short be we will make corn and
lleat and “heat enough to run us till we can make another crop and
in other words we mede plenty of everything we eat and feed to
stock and if our expenses had not been so great for sickness and
hire we could have peyed out very easily, but zs it is we will be
very short. Te made upon an average of 6 bales of cotten to the
horse and sold at about an average of 7 1/2 cents when we ought to
heve mede & bales to the house and & cents for it to have defrayed t

crain crop some wheat and oats are up and looking well and we have
sorie to sow yet. The crops are all gathered here and people are
changing around for znother yeer. Io excitement through the country
at aTl except a great deal of stealing on the sma21ll scale, such as
chickens, ducks, geese and &z basket of corn or cotton or cotion-
seeds. lioney seers to be very scarse and of course a creat ceal
of complaint sbout hard times, but if the people would save it they
meke plenty to live on and .I notice they are obuying less gupplies
such as corn and meat and etc. ever year and while there is a great
ceal of corn in thecounty, hogs are veLy scarce al. &are in big
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into the river and destroyed, it has been in the papers sometime.
You ask me if Capt. James White was dead? lNo, he is not dead , he
looks as well as I ever saw him and is still Cashier in the
letional Jank &f Athens, I saw him and had a telk with him

two days ago. We hid a big meeting and a goou meeting this

summer about 40 were united to the church, our pasturehas 4 churches
within 6 miles of each other and in these 4 churches he has
baptized avout 150 canidates so you msy know we have a splendid
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us next year. We have had & splendid fall for gathering and a
moderate winter so far and today is a peautiful dey., The small
grain that is shiines like spring.
