FOR THE YEARS 1795 THROUGH 1836,

The tax forms are all done in long hand and vary each year as to the headings for the items being taxed. The most valuable information is the acreage, county, water course, number of polls and the fact that the person was in the county for that year. Most years there was a heading for white males over 16 and less than 21 but almost universally no family listed such on the tax roll even though they identified such on the federal census? Additionally there was never more than one poll for any given surname even though there had to be males age 21 or over in some of the families?  The majority of the headings were for items not relevant to genealogy such as number of blacks, stud horses, mares, or billiard tables. The use of the ditto mark on these records does not mean the same as above and is just a mark to note that there was no data.
