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Tom , this man is my wife's G-Grandfather who was born in Pike Co., Mo. on January 22, 1832. This information was taken from the Poe family bible, currently in the posession of Betty Grider of Willits, Ca. He married Louisa (Nancy?) Lambert on January 23, 1855. We have no information before him. We have put out a request for information but nothing yet. He is buried in Laytonville cemetary but his headstone lists him as Richard H. Poe which confuses the issue even more. If you have any other information we would be happy to hear from you.

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Robert Hardin Poe left Missouri in about 1851 and went to Oregon and then into Northern California in about 1855. I believe his father was William and his brother was James. He was born about 1830. He married Nancy Lambert. They settled in Laytonville, Mendocino County, CA. Does anyone know who his parents were. I think it is possible his father, if it is William, may have come from North Carolina but I can't document this at all. I need help. Thanks. 
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Robert Hardin Poe is my gg grandfather. My 
g grandfather was John Wesley Poe, my grandfather John Wesley Poe Jr. I visited Laytonville twice in about 1980 and went to the graveyard and spoke with Ben Branscomb who was the son of Zarilda "Sally" Poe, daughter of Robert Hardin Poe. I remember also going down to Willits where a relative had the family bible and a very large photograph of Robert Hardin Poe when he was about 60 or so. It has been next to impossible to find out who his father, mother and siblings were but I have some notes of 

the 1850 Missouri census and I think the 1840 census which lists a William Poe, born in North Carolina with a Robert Poe, age 18 in 1850, and a brother James. I know that some of our relatives are also in Ft. Bragg still. Mind you I am telling you all of this by memory. We got some photos from them about 15 years ago. Let me know what branch you are from and we can share notes. 
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
